Memorize/Reflect: Pray continually. (1 Thessalonians 5:17)

Prayer Direction: Pray the “Lord’s Prayer” each day this week
(Matthew 6:9-13). Often we pray this as if it is just for us. Notice
that Jesus teaches us to pray “us” and “we.” Pray for the people
around you to have the daily bread they need, to call out to Jesus for
forgiveness, to win the battle over temptation, and to be victorious
over the enemy.

“Live It!” Challenge - Lots of Prayer: Seek to pray with a different
Christian each day of the coming week. Look for opportunities,
and when the time seems right, simply ask, “Can we spend a few
minutes praying together?” You will grow in prayer, God will be
lifted up, and others will be inspired to pray more!
